1 protractor (clear)

1 calculator with square root capabilities

5 packs of 5 subject dividers with write on tabs. One pack should be placed in each of the 3-ring binders.
(an additional pack of 5 subject dividers is necessary if taking the Latin elective)

1 thin, 3-hole punch

300 lined 3” x 5” index cards (for Language Arts and Spanish)

1 box for index cards

1 container of sanitizing wipes

6 three-hole punched, 2-pocket folders (optimally of various colors for easy identification)
(an additional three-hole punched, 2-pocket folder is necessary if taking the Latin elective)

The three-hole punching may have to be done manually.

4 hard-back 1” 3-ring binders (optimally of various colors for easy identification)
(an additional 1” 3-ring binder is necessary if taking the Latin elective)
1 hard-back 1 %" 3-ring binder (for Spanish)
