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The reading is optional and will provide extra credit.  Students may choose one of 
the three books from the appropriate list, write a book report and make an oral 
presentation.  Students must summarize the story (hitting all the major points of the 
plot) and come to their own conclusion(s) of how the ancient story relates to 
modern day.
